	Exodus 20:24-25
	Deuteronomy 12:13

	24 You need make for me only an altar of earth and sacrifice on it your burnt offerings and your offerings of well-being, your sheep and your oxen; in every place where I cause my name to be remembered I will come to you and bless you. 25 But if you make for me an altar of stone, do not build it of hewn stones; for if you use a chisel upon it you profane it.
	13 ¶ Take care that you do not offer your burnt offerings at any place you happen to see. 14 But only at the place that the LORD will choose in one of your tribes—there you shall offer your burnt offerings and there you shall do everything I command you.

	8 Remember the sabbath day,

9 Six days you shall labor and do all your work. 

10 But the seventh day is a sabbath to the LORD your God; you shall not do any work—you, your son or your daughter, your male or female slave, 

your livestock, or the alien resident in your towns. 

11 For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, but rested the seventh day; therefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day and consecrated it.
	12 Observe the sabbath day 

and keep it holy, 

as the LORD your God commanded you. 

13 Six days you shall labor and do all your work. 

14 But the seventh day is a sabbath to the LORD your God; you shall not do any work—you, or your son or your daughter, or your male or female slave, 

or your ox or your donkey, or any of 

your livestock, or the resident alien in your towns, 

so that your male and female slave may rest as well as you. 

15 Remember that you were a slave in the land of Egypt, and the LORD your God brought you out from there with a mighty hand and an outstretched arm; therefore the LORD your God commanded you to keep the sabbath day.
