· where does the Passion Narrative (PN) come from? how do we know what happened at the trial of Jesus? and what really happened? why was Jesus arrested? and who should be held responsible for his death?

· we will look at some theories which answer these questions, focusing on two scholars: Raymond Brown (The Death of the Messiah: From Gethsemane to the Grave. A Commentary on the Passion Narratives in the Four Gospels. 2 vols. New York: Doubleday, 1994) and John Dominic Crossan (Who Killed Jesus? Exposing the Roots of Anti-Semitism in the Gospel Story of the Death of Jesus. San Francisco: Harper Collins, 1995)

· history remembered vs. prophecy historicized

· Brown the PN is 80% history remembered, 20% prophecy historicized; Crossan is the opposite

· PN is a fully-developed narrative, not small independent units of tradition; likely crafted at one time before being used in the gospels

1. Discussion: Similarities and Differences in the Passion Accounts

2. Why was Jesus executed?

· the Pharisees are portrayed as anxious to kill him because of flouting of the Law, but they had no power to do so

· charge of blasphemy at trial, but not blasphemous to call yourself the messiah, or Son of God, nor to predict the coming of the Son of Man

· the temple tantrum may hold the key

· why did Jesus go to Jerusalem?

· why did he get angry?

· what do we know of violence in the Temple at the time of Passover?

· another story: in 62, Jesus son of Ananias, came into the Temple at Passover and cried out against the Temple (“a voice against Jerusalem and the sanctuary”); Jews took offence at him and had him scourged and brought to the Roman governor; he declared him mad and sent him on his way; this Jesus continued to wail woes on Jerusalem until the war

· Jesus of Nazareth’s woes on the Temple:

“We heard him say, ‘I will destroy this temple that is made with hands, and in three days I will build another, not made with hands.” (Mark 14:58)

“Jesus answered them, ‘Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up’…But he spoke of the temple of his body” (John 2:19, 21)

“Jesus said, ‘I will destroy [this] house, and no one will be able to build it [...].’” (GosThom 71)

what did Jesus of Nazareth do that was different from Jesus of Ananias to occasion his death?

Jesus as “King of the Jews”: “And the inscription of the charge against him read, ‘The King of the Jews’” (Mark 15:26 par)

· past cruelties of Pontius Pilate: brought Roman standards into Jerusalem during the night, used the temple funds to extend an aqueduct, stopped a Samaritan apocalyptic prophet’s group and killed their leaders

3. Composing the Passion Narrative

· three stages in development:

· the historical passion: what really happened

· prophetic passion: the search by scribally-learned followers to find basis or justification in the Hebrew Scriptures for such a shocking eventuality

· narrative passion: the placing of such prophetic fulfillments into a sequential narrative with its origins well hidden within a plausible historical framework

· prophetic passion:

“He shall take the two goats and set them before the Lord at the entrance of the tent of meeting; and Aaron shall cast lots on the two goats, one lot for the Lord and the other lot for Azazel. Aaron shall present the goat on which the lot fell for the Lord, and offer it as a sin offering; but the goat on which the lot fell for Azazel shall be presented alive before the Lord to make atonement over it, that it may be sent away into the wilderness to Azazel....Then Aaron shall lay both his hands on the head of the live goat, and confess over it all the iniquities of the people of Israel, and all their transgressions, all their sins, putting them on the head of the goat, and sending it away into the wilderness by means of someone designated for the task. The goat shall bear on itself all their iniquities to a barren region; and the goat shall be set free in the wilderness” (Leviticus 16:7-10 and 21-22)

· this text became formative for describing the scourging of Jesus; Jesus, dying as a sacrifice for sin, becomes the scapegoat of the Jewish ritual for cleansing sin; other texts were added filling in other details (Isaiah and Zechariah)

· the Epistle of Barnabas (late first-century CE) applies the two goats to Jesus: “Note what was commanded: ‘take two goats, goodly and alike, and offer them, and let the priest take the one as a burnt offering for sins.’ But what are they to do with the other? ‘The other,’ he says, ‘is accursed.’ Notice how the type of Jesus is manifested: ‘And do ye all spit on it, and goad [pierce] it, and bind the scarlet wool about its head, and so let it be cast into the desert...’” (EpBarn 7)

· the writer of the PN needed a model upon which to hang the proof texts; the experiences of Christians at the time of the gospels’ composition (and earlier), of trials and even executions, provided some model

There was a certain lunatic Carabas, whose madness was not of the fierce and savage kind, which is dangerous both to the madmen themselves and those who approach them, but of the easy-going, gentler style. He spent day and night in the streets naked, shunning neither heat nor cold, made game of by the children and the lads who were idling about. The rioters drove the poor fellow into the gymnasium and set him upon on high by all and put on his head a sheet of byblos spread out wide for a diadem, clothed the rest of his body with a rug for a royal robe, while someone who had noticed a piece of the native papyrus thrown away in the road gave it to him for his sceptre. And when in some theatrical farce he had receive the insignia of kingship and had been tricked out as a king, young men carrying rods on their shoulders as spearmen stood on either side of him in imitation of a bodyguard. Then others approached him, some pretending to salute him, others to sue for justice, others to consult him on state affairs. Then from the multitude standing around him there rang out a tremendous shout haling him as Marin, which is said to be the name for “lord” in Syria. For they knew Agrippa was both a Syrian by birth and had a great piece of Syria over which he was king. (Philo of Alexandria, Against Flaccus 32-24, 36-39)

4. The Gospel of Peter

· Crossan (and others) believes GosPet represents the events of the PN in an earlier form than the synoptics, i.e. something closer to the prophetic tradition

· Brown (and Ehrman) both see it as a late (2nd c.) text derivative of the NT gospels; essentially it does not rely on the texts verbatim but uses their traditions and other orally-circulating ideas and creates his own narrative

· Crossan’s “Cross Gospel”: a common source for GosPet and the other PNs

5. Jesus’ Burial (Synopsis, pp. 323-324)

· crucifixion by the Romans used chiefly as a deterrent and very effective: it was the ultimate humiliation; nailed to a cross, naked, and in a public, prominent place and the body was not given a proper burial

· Joseph of Arimethea: fact or fiction?

· for a person to request and obtain the body of a crucified person he/she would have to have influence

· was Joseph a “member of the council and follower of Jesus” (Mark), “a rich man and disciple of Jesus” (Matthew), a man “who was waiting expectantly for the kingdom of God” (Luke), a “secret disciple” (John), or “a friend of Pilate and the Lord” (Peter)?

6. Resurrection

· the earliest account of the resurrection appears in Paul’s 1 Corinthians 15:1-11:

“Now I would remind you, brothers and sisters, of the good  news that I proclaimed to you, which you in turn received, in which also you stand, through which also you are being saved, if you hold firmly to the message that I proclaimed to you — unless you have come to believe in vain. For I handed on to you as of first important what I in turn had received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the scriptures, and that he was buried, and that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the scriptures, and that he appeared to Cephas (Peter), then to the twelve. Then he appeared to more than five hundred brothers and sisters at one time, most of whom are still alive, though some have died. Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. Last of all, as to one untimely born, he appeared also to me. For I am the least of the apostles, unfit to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God. But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward me has not been in vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than any of them — though it was not I, but the grace of God that is with me. Whether then it was I or they, so we proclaim and so you have come to believe.”

· what do the gospels say about Jesus’ resurrection?

· possible resurrection stories: Luke 5:2-9 and John 21:2-8 (Synopsis p. 38); Mark 6:45-52 par (Synopsis p. 138-139); Mark 9:2-10 par (Synopsis p. 153)

	John 18:1 After Jesus had spoken these words, he went out with his disciples across the Kidron valley to a place where there was a garden, which he and his disciples entered. 

John 18:2 Now Judas, who betrayed him, also knew the place, because Jesus often met there with his disciples. 

John 18:3 So Judas brought a detachment of soldiers together with police from the chief priests and the Pharisees, and they came there with lanterns and torches and weapons. 

John 18:4 Then Jesus, knowing all that was to happen to him, came forward and asked them, “Whom are you looking for?” 

John 18:5 They answered, “Jesus of Nazareth.” Jesus replied, “I am he.” Judas, who betrayed him, was standing with them. 

John 18:6 When Jesus said to them, “I am he,” they stepped back and fell to the ground. 

John 18:7 Again he asked them, “Whom are you looking for?” And they said, “Jesus of Nazareth.” 

John 18:8 Jesus answered, “I told you that I am he. So if you are looking for me, let these men go.” 

John 18:9 This was to fulfill the word that he had spoken, “I did not lose a single one of those whom you gave me.” 

John 18:10 Then Simon Peter, who had a sword, drew it, struck the high priest’s slave, and cut off his right ear. The slave’s name was Malchus. 

John 18:11 Jesus said to Peter, “Put your sword back into its sheath. Am I not to drink the cup that the Father has given me?” 

John 18:12 So the soldiers, their officer, and the Jewish police arrested Jesus and bound him. 

John 18:13 First they took him to Annas, who was the father-in-law of Caiaphas, the high priest that year. 

John 18:14 Caiaphas was the one who had advised the Jews that it was better to have one person die for the people. 

John 18:15 Simon Peter and another disciple followed Jesus. Since that disciple was known to the high priest, he went with Jesus into the courtyard of the high priest, 

John 18:16 but Peter was standing outside at the gate. So the other disciple, who was known to the high priest, went out, spoke to the woman who guarded the gate, and brought Peter in. 

John 18:17 The woman said to Peter, “You are not also one of this man’s disciples, are you?” He said, “I am not.” 

John 18:18 Now the slaves and the police had made a charcoal fire because it was cold, and they were standing around it and warming themselves. Peter also was standing with them and warming himself. 

John 18:19 Then the high priest questioned Jesus about his disciples and about his teaching. 

John 18:20 Jesus answered, “I have spoken openly to the world; I have always taught in synagogues and in the temple, where all the Jews come together. I have said nothing in secret. 

John 18:21 Why do you ask me? Ask those who heard what I said to them; they know what I said.” 

John 18:22 When he had said this, one of the police standing nearby struck Jesus on the face, saying, “Is that how you answer the high priest?” 

John 18:23 Jesus answered, “If I have spoken wrongly, testify to the wrong. But if I have spoken rightly, why do you strike me?” 

John 18:24 Then Annas sent him bound to Caiaphas the high priest. 

John 18:25 Now Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. They asked him, “You are not also one of his disciples, are you?” He denied it and said, “I am not.” 

John 18:26 One of the slaves of the high priest, a relative of the man whose ear Peter had cut off, asked, “Did I not see you in the garden with him?” 

John 18:27 Again Peter denied it, and at that moment the cock crowed. 

John 18:28 Then they took Jesus from Caiaphas to Pilate’s headquarters. It was early in the morning. They themselves did not enter the headquarters, so as to avoid ritual defilement and to be able to eat the Passover. 

John 18:29 So Pilate went out to them and said, “What accusation do you bring against this man?” 

John 18:30 They answered, “If this man were not a criminal, we would not have handed him over to you.” 

John 18:31 Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves and judge him according to your law.” The Jews replied, “We are not permitted to put anyone to death.” 

John 18:32 (This was to fulfill what Jesus had said when he indicated the kind of death he was to die.) 

John 18:33 Then Pilate entered the headquarters again, summoned Jesus, and asked him, “Are you the King of the Jews?” 

John 18:34 Jesus answered, “Do you ask this on your own, or did others tell you about me?” 

John 18:35 Pilate replied, “I am not a Jew, am I? Your own nation and the chief priests have handed you over to me. What have you done?” 

John 18:36 Jesus answered, “My kingdom is not from this world. If my kingdom were from this world, my followers would be fighting to keep me from being handed over to the Jews. But as it is, my kingdom is not from here.” 

John 18:37 Pilate asked him, “So you are a king?” Jesus answered, “You say that I am a king. For this I was born, and for this I came into the world, to testify to the truth. Everyone who belongs to the truth listens to my voice.” 

John 18:38 Pilate asked him, “What is truth?” After he had said this, he went out to the Jews again and told them, “I find no case against him. 

John 18:39 But you have a custom that I release someone for you at the Passover. Do you want me to release for you the King of the Jews?” 

John 18:40 They shouted in reply, “Not this man, but Barabbas!” Now Barabbas was a bandit. 

John 19:1 Then Pilate took Jesus and had him flogged. 

John 19:2 And the soldiers wove a crown of thorns and put it on his head, and they dressed him in a purple robe. 

John 19:3 They kept coming up to him, saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!” and striking him on the face. 

John 19:4 Pilate went out again and said to them, “Look, I am bringing him out to you to let you know that I find no case against him.” 

John 19:5 So Jesus came out, wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe. Pilate said to them, “Here is the man!” 

John 19:6 When the chief priests and the police saw him, they shouted, “Crucify him! Crucify him!” Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves and crucify him; I find no case against him.” 

John 19:7 The Jews answered him, “We have a law, and according to that law he ought to die because he has claimed to be the Son of God.” 

John 19:8 Now when Pilate heard this, he was more afraid than ever. 

John 19:9 He entered his headquarters again and asked Jesus, “Where are you from?” But Jesus gave him no answer. 

John 19:10 Pilate therefore said to him, “Do you refuse to speak to me? Do you not know that I have power to release you, and power to crucify you?” 

John 19:11 Jesus answered him, “You would have no power over me unless it had been given you from above; therefore the one who handed me over to you is guilty of a greater sin.” 

John 19:12 From then on Pilate tried to release him, but the Jews cried out, “If you release this man, you are no friend of the emperor. Everyone who claims to be a king sets himself against the emperor.” 

John 19:13 When Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus outside and sat on the judge’s bench at a place called The Stone Pavement, or in Hebrew Gabbatha. 

John 19:14 Now it was the day of Preparation for the Passover; and it was about noon. He said to the Jews, “Here is your King!” 

John 19:15 They cried out, “Away with him! Away with him! Crucify him!” Pilate asked them, “Shall I crucify your King?” The chief priests answered, “We have no king but the emperor.” 

John 19:16 Then he handed him over to them to be crucified. So they took Jesus; 

John 19:17 and carrying the cross by himself, he went out to what is called The Place of the Skull, which in Hebrew is called Golgotha. 

John 19:18 There they crucified him, and with him two others, one on either side, with Jesus between them. 

John 19:19 Pilate also had an inscription written and put on the cross. It read, “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 

John 19:20 Many of the Jews read this inscription, because the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city; and it was written in Hebrew, in Latin, and in Greek. 

John 19:21 Then the chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of the Jews,’ but, ‘This man said, I am King of the Jews.’” 

John 19:22 Pilate answered, “What I have written I have written.” 

John 19:23 When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took his clothes and divided them into four parts, one for each soldier. They also took his tunic; now the tunic was seamless, woven in one piece from the top. 

John 19:24 So they said to one another, “Let us not tear it, but cast lots for it to see who will get it.” This was to fulfill what the scripture says,  

“They divided my clothes among themselves, and for my clothing they cast lots.” 

John 19:25 And that is what the soldiers did. Meanwhile, standing near the cross of Jesus were his mother, and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 

John 19:26 When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he loved standing beside her, he said to his mother, “Woman, here is your son.” 

John 19:27 Then he said to the disciple, “Here is your mother.” And from that hour the disciple took her into his own home. 

John 19:28 After this, when Jesus knew that all was now finished, he said (in order to fulfill the scripture), “I am thirsty.” 

John 19:29 A jar full of sour wine was standing there. So they put a sponge full of the wine on a branch of hyssop and held it to his mouth. 

John 19:30 When Jesus had received the wine, he said, “It is finished.” Then he bowed his head and gave up his spirit. 

John 19:31 Since it was the day of Preparation, the Jews did not want the bodies left on the cross during the sabbath, especially because that sabbath was a day of great solemnity. So they asked Pilate to have the legs of the crucified men broken and the bodies removed. 

John 19:32 Then the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and of the other who had been crucified with him. 

John 19:33 But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not break his legs. 

John 19:34 Instead, one of the soldiers pierced his side with a spear, and at once blood and water came out. 

John 19:35 (He who saw this has testified so that you also may believe. His testimony is true, and he knows that he tells the truth.) 

John 19:36 These things occurred so that the scripture might be fulfilled, “None of his bones shall be broken.” 

John 19:37 And again another passage of scripture says, “They will look on the one whom they have pierced.” 

John 19:38 After these things, Joseph of Arimathea, who was a disciple of Jesus, though a secret one because of his fear of the Jews, asked Pilate to let him take away the body of Jesus. Pilate gave him permission; so he came and removed his body. 

John 19:39 Nicodemus, who had at first come to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, weighing about a hundred pounds. 

John 19:40 They took the body of Jesus and wrapped it with the spices in linen cloths, according to the burial custom of the Jews. 

John 19:41 Now there was a garden in the place where he was crucified, and in the garden there was a new tomb in which no one had ever been laid. 

John 19:42 And so, because it was the Jewish day of Preparation, and the tomb was nearby, they laid Jesus there. 
	Mark 14:26  When they had sung the hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives. 

Mark 14:27 And Jesus said to them, “You will all become deserters; for it is written,  ‘I will strike the shepherd, and the sheep will be scattered.’ 

Mark 14:28 But after I am raised up, I will go before you to Galilee.” 

Mark 14:29 Peter said to him, “Even though all become deserters, I will not.” 

Mark 14:30 Jesus said to him, “Truly I tell you, this day, this very night, before the cock crows twice, you will deny me three times.” 

Mark 14:31 But he said vehemently, “Even though I must die with you, I will not deny you.” And all of them said the same. 

Mark 14:32 They went to a place called Gethsemane; and he said to his disciples, “Sit here while I pray.” 

Mark 14:33 He took with him Peter and James and John, and began to be distressed and agitated. 

Mark 14:34 And said to them, “I am deeply grieved, even to death; remain here, and keep awake.” 

Mark 14:35 And going a little farther, he threw himself on the ground and prayed that, if it were possible, the hour might pass from him. 

Mark 14:36 He said, “Abba, Father, for you all things are possible; remove this cup from me; yet, not what I want, but what you want.” 

Mark 14:37 He came and found them sleeping; and he said to Peter, “Simon, are you asleep? Could you not keep awake one hour? 

Mark 14:38 Keep awake and pray that you may not come into the time of trial; the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 

Mark 14:39 And again he went away and prayed, saying the same words. 

Mark 14:40 And once more he came and found them sleeping, for their eyes were very heavy; and they did not know what to say to him. 

Mark 14:41 He came a third time and said to them, “Are you still sleeping and taking your rest? Enough! The hour has come; the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. 

Mark 14:42 Get up, let us be going. See, my betrayer is at hand.” 

Mark 14:43 Immediately, while he was still speaking, Judas, one of the twelve, arrived; and with him there was a crowd with swords and clubs, from the chief priests, the scribes, and the elders. 

Mark 14:44 Now the betrayer had given them a sign, saying, “The one I will kiss is the man; arrest him and lead him away under guard.” 

Mark 14:45 So when he came, he went up to him at once and said, “Rabbi!” and kissed him. 

Mark 14:46 Then they laid hands on him and arrested him. 

Mark 14:47 But one of those who stood near drew his sword and struck the slave of the high priest, cutting off his ear. 

Mark 14:48 Then Jesus said to them, “Have you come out with swords and clubs to arrest me as though I were a bandit? 

Mark 14:49 Day after day I was with you in the temple teaching, and you did not arrest me. But let the scriptures be fulfilled.” 

Mark 14:50 All of them deserted him and fled. 

Mark 14:51 A certain young man was following him, wearing nothing but a linen cloth. They caught hold of him, 

Mark 14:52 but he left the linen cloth and ran off naked. 

Mark 14:53 They took Jesus to the high priest; and all the chief priests, the elders, and the scribes were assembled. 

Mark 14:54 Peter had followed him at a distance, right into the courtyard of the high priest; and he was sitting with the guards, warming himself at the fire. 

Mark 14:55 Now the chief priests and the whole council were looking for testimony against Jesus to put him to death; but they found none. 

Mark 14:56 For many gave false testimony against him, and their testimony did not agree. 

Mark 14:57 Some stood up and gave false testimony against him, saying, 

Mark 14:58 “We heard him say, ‘I will destroy this temple that is made with hands, and in three days I will build another, not made with hands.’” 

Mark 14:59 But even on this point their testimony did not agree. 

Mark 14:60 Then the high priest stood up before them and asked Jesus, “Have you no answer? What is it that they testify against you?” 

Mark 14:61 But he was silent and did not answer. Again the high priest asked him, “Are you the Messiah, the Son of the Blessed One?” 

Mark 14:62 Jesus said, “I am; and ‘you will see the Son of Man seated at the right hand of the Power,’ and ‘coming with the clouds of heaven.’” 

Mark 14:63 Then the high priest tore his clothes and said, “Why do we still need witnesses? 

Mark 14:64 You have heard his blasphemy! What is your decision?” All of them condemned him as deserving death. 

Mark 14:65 Some began to spit on him, to blindfold him, and to strike him, saying to him, “Prophesy!” The guards also took him over and beat him. 

Mark 14:66 While Peter was below in the courtyard, one of the servant-girls of the high priest came by. 

Mark 14:67 When she saw Peter warming himself, she stared at him and said, “You also were with Jesus, the man from Nazareth.” 

Mark 14:68 But he denied it, saying, “I do not know or understand what you are talking about.” And he went out into the forecourt. Then the cock crowed. 

Mark 14:69 And the servant-girl, on seeing him, began again to say to the bystanders, “This man is one of them.” 

Mark 14:70 But again he denied it. Then after a little while the bystanders again said to Peter, “Certainly you are one of them; for you are a Galilean.” 

Mark 14:71 But he began to curse, and he swore an oath, “I do not know this man you are talking about.” 

Mark 14:72 At that moment the cock crowed for the second time. Then Peter remembered that Jesus had said to him, “Before the cock crows twice, you will deny me three times.” And he broke down and wept. 

Mark 15:1 As soon as it was morning, the chief priests held a consultation with the elders and scribes and the whole council. They bound Jesus, led him away, and handed him over to Pilate. 

Mark 15:2 Pilate asked him, “Are you the King of the Jews?” He answered him, “You say so.” 

Mark 15:3 Then the chief priests accused him of many things. 

Mark 15:4 Pilate asked him again, “Have you no answer? See how many charges they bring against you.” 

Mark 15:5 But Jesus made no further reply, so that Pilate was amazed. 

Mark 15:6 Now at the festival he used to release a prisoner for them, anyone for whom they asked. 

Mark 15:7 Now a man called Barabbas was in prison with the rebels who had committed murder during the insurrection. 

Mark 15:8 So the crowd came and began to ask Pilate to do for them according to his custom. 

Mark 15:9 Then he answered them, “Do you want me to release for you the King of the Jews?” 

Mark 15:10 For he realized that it was out of jealousy that the chief priests had handed him over. 

Mark 15:11 But the chief priests stirred up the crowd to have him release Barabbas for them instead. 

Mark 15:12 Pilate spoke to them again, “Then what do you wish me to do with the man you call the King of the Jews?” 

Mark 15:13 They shouted back, “Crucify him!” 

Mark 15:14 Pilate asked them, “Why, what evil has he done?” But they shouted all the more, “Crucify him!” 

Mark 15:15 So Pilate, wishing to satisfy the crowd, released Barabbas for them; and after flogging Jesus, he handed him over to be crucified. 

Mark 15:16 Then the soldiers led him into the courtyard of the palace (that is, the governor’s headquarters); and they called together the whole cohort. 

Mark 15:17 And they clothed him in a purple cloak; and after twisting some thorns into a crown, they put it on him. 

Mark 15:18 And they began saluting him, “Hail, King of the Jews!” 

Mark 15:19 They struck his head with a reed, spat upon him, and knelt down in homage to him. 

Mark 15:20 After mocking him, they stripped him of the purple cloak and put his own clothes on him. Then they led him out to crucify him. 

Mark 15:21 They compelled a passer-by, who was coming in from the country, to carry his cross; it was Simon of Cyrene, the father of Alexander and Rufus. 

Mark 15:22 Then they brought Jesus to the place called Golgotha (which means the place of a skull). 

Mark 15:23 And they offered him wine mixed with myrrh; but he did not take it. 

Mark 15:24 And they crucified him, and divided his clothes among them, casting lots to decide what each should take. 

Mark 15:25 It was nine o’clock in the morning when they crucified him. 

Mark 15:26 The inscription of the charge against him read, “The King of the Jews.” 

Mark 15:27 And with him they crucified two bandits, one on his right and one on his left. 

Mark 15:29 Those who passed by derided him, shaking their heads and saying, “Aha! You who would destroy the temple and build it in three days, 

Mark 15:30 save yourself, and come down from the cross!” 

Mark 15:31 In the same way the chief priests, along with the scribes, were also mocking him among themselves and saying, “He saved others; he cannot save himself. 

Mark 15:32 Let the Messiah, the King of Israel, come down from the cross now, so that we may see and believe.” Those who were crucified with him also taunted him. 

Mark 15:33 When it was noon, darkness came over the whole land until three in the afternoon. 

Mark 15:34 At three o’clock Jesus cried out with a loud voice, “Eloi, Eloi, lema sabachthani?” which means, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” 

Mark 15:35 When some of the bystanders heard it, they said, “Listen, he is calling for Elijah.” 

Mark 15:36 And someone ran, filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on a stick, and gave it to him to drink, saying, “Wait, let us see whether Elijah will come to take him down.” 

Mark 15:37 Then Jesus gave a loud cry and breathed his last. 

Mark 15:38 And the curtain of the temple was torn in two, from top to bottom. 

Mark 15:39 Now when the centurion, who stood facing him, saw that in this way he breathed his last, he said, “Truly this man was God’s Son!” 

Mark 15:40 There were also women looking on from a distance; among them were Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James the younger and of Joses, and Salome. 

Mark 15:41 These used to follow him and provided for him when he was in Galilee; and there were many other women who had come up with him to Jerusalem. 

Mark 15:42 When evening had come, and since it was the day of Preparation, that is, the day before the sabbath, 

Mark 15:43 Joseph of Arimathea, a respected member of the council, who was also himself waiting expectantly for the kingdom of God, went boldly to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus. 

Mark 15:44 Then Pilate wondered if he were already dead; and summoning the centurion, he asked him whether he had been dead for some time. 

Mark 15:45 When he learned from the centurion that he was dead, he granted the body to Joseph. 

Mark 15:46 Then Joseph bought a linen cloth, and taking down the body, wrapped it in the linen cloth, and laid it in a tomb that had been hewn out of the rock. He then rolled a stone against the door of the tomb. 

Mark 15:47 Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Jesus saw where the body was laid. 


	Matt. 26:30  When they had sung the hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives. 

Matt. 26:31  Then Jesus said to them, “You will all become deserters because of me this night; for it is written, ‘I will strike the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock will be scattered.’ 

Matt. 26:32 But after I am raised up, I will go ahead of you to Galilee.” 

Matt. 26:33 Peter said to him, “Though all become deserters because of you, I will never desert you.” 

Matt. 26:34 Jesus said to him, “Truly I tell you, this very night, before the cock crows, you will deny me three times.” 

Matt. 26:35 Peter said to him, “Even though I must die with you, I will not deny you.” And so said all the disciples. 

Matt. 26:36 ¶ Then Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane; and he said to his disciples, “Sit here while I go over there and pray.” 

Matt. 26:37 He took with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to be grieved and agitated. 

Matt. 26:38 Then he said to them, “I am deeply grieved, even to death; remain here, and stay awake with me.” 

Matt. 26:39 And going a little farther, he threw himself on the ground and prayed, “My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from me; yet not what I want but what you want.” 

Matt. 26:40 Then he came to the disciples and found them sleeping; and he said to Peter, “So, could you not stay awake with me one hour? 

Matt. 26:41 Stay awake and pray that you may not come into the time of trial; the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 

Matt. 26:42 Again he went away for the second time and prayed, “My Father, if this cannot pass unless I drink it, your will be done.” 

Matt. 26:43 Again he came and found them sleeping, for their eyes were heavy. 

Matt. 26:44 So leaving them again, he went away and prayed for the third time, saying the same words. 

Matt. 26:45 Then he came to the disciples and said to them, “Are you still sleeping and taking your rest? See, the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. 

Matt. 26:46 Get up, let us be going. See, my betrayer is at hand.” 

Matt. 26:47 While he was still speaking, Judas, one of the twelve, arrived; with him was a large crowd with swords and clubs, from the chief priests and the elders of the people. 

Matt. 26:48 Now the betrayer had given them a sign, saying, “The one I will kiss is the man; arrest him.” 

Matt. 26:49 At once he came up to Jesus and said, “Greetings, Rabbi!” and kissed him. 

Matt. 26:50 Jesus said to him, “Friend, do what you are here to do.” Then they came and laid hands on Jesus and arrested him. 

Matt. 26:51 Suddenly, one of those with Jesus put his hand on his sword, drew it, and struck the slave of the high priest, cutting off his ear. 

Matt. 26:52 Then Jesus said to him, “Put your sword back into its place; for all who take the sword will perish by the sword. 

Matt. 26:53 Do you think that I cannot appeal to my Father, and he will at once send me more than twelve legions of angels? 

Matt. 26:54 But how then would the scriptures be fulfilled, which say it must happen in this way?” 

Matt. 26:55 At that hour Jesus said to the crowds, “Have you come out with swords and clubs to arrest me as though I were a bandit? Day after day I sat in the temple teaching, and you did not arrest me. 

Matt. 26:56 But all this has taken place, so that the scriptures of the prophets may be fulfilled.” Then all the disciples deserted him and fled. 

Matt. 26:57  Those who had arrested Jesus took him to Caiaphas the high priest, in whose house the scribes and the elders had gathered. 

Matt. 26:58 But Peter was following him at a distance, as far as the courtyard of the high priest; and going inside, he sat with the guards in order to see how this would end. 

Matt. 26:59 Now the chief priests and the whole council were looking for false testimony against Jesus so that they might put him to death, 

Matt. 26:60 but they found none, though many false witnesses came forward. At last two came forward

Matt. 26:61 and said, “This fellow said, ‘I am able to destroy the temple of God and to build it in three days.’” 

Matt. 26:62 The high priest stood up and said, “Have you no answer? What is it that they testify against you?” 

Matt. 26:63 But Jesus was silent. Then the high priest said to him, “I put you under oath before the living God, tell us if you are the Messiah, the Son of God.” 

Matt. 26:64 Jesus said to him, “You have said so. But I tell you,  From now on you will see the Son of Man seated at the right hand of Power and coming on the clouds of heaven.” 

Matt. 26:65 Then the high priest tore his clothes and said, “He has blasphemed! Why do we still need witnesses? You have now heard his blasphemy. 

Matt. 26:66 What is your verdict?” They answered, “He deserves death.” 

Matt. 26:67 Then they spat in his face and struck him; and some slapped him, 

Matt. 26:68 saying, “Prophesy to us, you Messiah! Who is it that struck you?” 

Matt. 26:69 Now Peter was sitting outside in the courtyard. A servant-girl came to him and said, “You also were with Jesus the Galilean.” 

Matt. 26:70 But he denied it before all of them, saying, “I do not know what you are talking about.” 

Matt. 26:71 When he went out to the porch, another servant-girl saw him, and she said to the bystanders, “This man was with Jesus of Nazareth.” 

Matt. 26:72 Again he denied it with an oath, “I do not know the man.” 

Matt. 26:73 After a little while the bystanders came up and said to Peter, “Certainly you are also one of them, for your accent betrays you.” 

Matt. 26:74 Then he began to curse, and he swore an oath, “I do not know the man!” At that moment the cock crowed. 

Matt. 26:75 Then Peter remembered what Jesus had said: “Before the cock crows, you will deny me three times.” And he went out and wept bitterly. 

Matt. 27:1 When morning came, all the chief priests and the elders of the people conferred together against Jesus in order to bring about his death. 

Matt. 27:2 They bound him, led him away, and handed him over to Pilate the governor. 

Matt. 27:3 When Judas, his betrayer, saw that Jesus was condemned, he repented and brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and the elders. 

Matt. 27:4 He said, “I have sinned by betraying innocent blood.” But they said, “What is that to us? See to it yourself.” 

Matt. 27:5 Throwing down the pieces of silver in the temple, he departed; and he went and hanged himself. 

Matt. 27:6 But the chief priests, taking the pieces of silver, said, “It is not lawful to put them into the treasury, since they are blood money.” 

Matt. 27:7 After conferring together, they used them to buy the potter’s field as a place to bury foreigners. 

Matt. 27:8 For this reason that field has been called the Field of Blood to this day. 

Matt. 27:9 Then was fulfilled what had been spoken through the prophet Jeremiah, “And they took the thirty pieces of silver, the price of the one on whom a price had been set, on whom some of the people of Israel had set a price, 

Matt. 27:10 and they gave them for the potter’s field, as the Lord commanded me.” 

Matt. 27:11 Now Jesus stood before the governor; and the governor asked him, “Are you the King of the Jews?” Jesus said, “You say so.” 

Matt. 27:12 But when he was accused by the chief priests and elders, he did not answer. 

Matt. 27:13 Then Pilate said to him, “Do you not hear how many accusations they make against you?” 

Matt. 27:14 But he gave him no answer, not even to a single charge, so that the governor was greatly amazed. 

Matt. 27:15 Now at the festival the governor was accustomed to release a prisoner for the crowd, anyone whom they wanted. 

Matt. 27:16 At that time they had a notorious prisoner, called Jesus Barabbas. 

Matt. 27:17 So after they had gathered, Pilate said to them, “Whom do you want me to release for you, Jesus Barabbas or Jesus who is called the Messiah?” 

Matt. 27:18 For he realized that it was out of jealousy that they had handed him over. 

Matt. 27:19 While he was sitting on the judgment seat, his wife sent word to him, “Have nothing to do with that innocent man, for today I have suffered a great deal because of a dream about him.” 

Matt. 27:20 Now the chief priests and the elders persuaded the crowds to ask for Barabbas and to have Jesus killed. 

Matt. 27:21 The governor again said to them, “Which of the two do you want me to release for you?” And they said, “Barabbas.” 

Matt. 27:22 Pilate said to them, “Then what should I do with Jesus who is called the Messiah?” All of them said, “Let him be crucified!” 

Matt. 27:23 Then he asked, “Why, what evil has he done?” But they shouted all the more, “Let him be crucified!” 

Matt. 27:24 So when Pilate saw that he could do nothing, but rather that a riot was beginning, he took some water and washed his hands before the crowd, saying, “I am innocent of this man’s blood; see to it yourselves.” 

Matt. 27:25 Then the people as a whole answered, “His blood be on us and on our children!” 

Matt. 27:26 So he released Barabbas for them; and after flogging Jesus, he handed him over to be crucified. 

Matt. 27:27 Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the governor’s headquarters, and they gathered the whole cohort around him. 

Matt. 27:28 They stripped him and put a scarlet robe on him, 

Matt. 27:29 and after twisting some thorns into a crown, they put it on his head. They put a reed in his right hand and knelt before him and mocked him, saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!” 

Matt. 27:30 They spat on him, and took the reed and struck him on the head. 

Matt. 27:31 After mocking him, they stripped him of the robe and put his own clothes on him. Then they led him away to crucify him. 

Matt. 27:32 As they went out, they came upon a man from Cyrene named Simon; they compelled this man to carry his cross. 

Matt. 27:33 And when they came to a place called Golgotha (which means Place of a Skull), 

Matt. 27:34 they offered him wine to drink, mixed with gall; but when he tasted it, he would not drink it. 

Matt. 27:35 And when they had crucified him, they divided his clothes among themselves by casting lots; 

Matt. 27:36 then they sat down there and kept watch over him. 

Matt. 27:37 Over his head they put the charge against him, which read, “This is Jesus, the King of the Jews.” 

Matt. 27:38 Then two bandits were crucified with him, one on his right and one on his left. 

Matt. 27:39 Those who passed by derided him, shaking their heads

Matt. 27:40 and saying, “You who would destroy the temple and build it in three days, save yourself! If you are the Son of God, come down from the cross.” 

Matt. 27:41 In the same way the chief priests also, along with the scribes and elders, were mocking him, saying, 

Matt. 27:42 “He saved others; he cannot save himself. He is the King of Israel; let him come down from the cross now, and we will believe in him. 

Matt. 27:43 He trusts in God; let God deliver him now, if he wants to; for he said, ‘I am God’s Son.’” 

Matt. 27:44 The bandits who were crucified with him also taunted him in the same way. 

Matt. 27:45 From noon on, darkness came over the whole land until three in the afternoon. 

Matt. 27:46 And about three o’clock Jesus cried with a loud voice, “Eli, Eli, lema sabachthani?” that is, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” 

Matt. 27:47 When some of the bystanders heard it, they said, “This man is calling for Elijah.” 

Matt. 27:48 At once one of them ran and got a sponge, filled it with sour wine, put it on a stick, and gave it to him to drink. 

Matt. 27:49 But the others said, “Wait, let us see whether Elijah will come to save him.” 

Matt. 27:50 Then Jesus cried again with a loud voice and breathed his last. 

Matt. 27:51 At that moment the curtain of the temple was torn in two, from top to bottom. The earth shook, and the rocks were split. 

Matt. 27:52 The tombs also were opened, and many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were raised. 

Matt. 27:53 After his resurrection they came out of the tombs and entered the holy city and appeared to many. 

Matt. 27:54 Now when the centurion and those with him, who were keeping watch over Jesus, saw the earthquake and what took place, they were terrified and said, “Truly this man was God’s Son!” 

Matt. 27:55 Many women were also there, looking on from a distance; they had followed Jesus from Galilee and had provided for him. 

Matt. 27:56 Among them were Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James and Joseph, and the mother of the sons of Zebedee. 

Matt. 27:57 When it was evening, there came a rich man from Arimathea, named Joseph, who was also a disciple of Jesus. 

Matt. 27:58 He went to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus; then Pilate ordered it to be given to him. 

Matt. 27:59 So Joseph took the body and wrapped it in a clean linen cloth

Matt. 27:60 and laid it in his own new tomb, which he had hewn in the rock. He then rolled a great stone to the door of the tomb and went away. 

Matt. 27:61 Mary Magdalene and the other Mary were there, sitting opposite the tomb. 


	Luke 22:31 “Simon, Simon, listen! Satan has demanded to sift all of you like wheat, 

Luke 22:32 but I have prayed for you that your own faith may not fail; and you, when once you have turned back, strengthen your brothers.” 

Luke 22:33 And he said to him, “Lord, I am ready to go with you to prison and to death!” 

Luke 22:34 Jesus said, “I tell you, Peter, the cock will not crow this day, until you have denied three times that you know me.” 

Luke 22:35 ¶ He said to them, “When I sent you out without a purse, bag, or sandals, did you lack anything?” They said, “No, not a thing.” 

Luke 22:36 He said to them, “But now, the one who has a purse must take it, and likewise a bag. And the one who has no sword must sell his cloak and buy one. 

Luke 22:37 For I tell you, this scripture must be fulfilled in me, ‘And he was counted among the lawless’; and indeed what is written about me is being fulfilled.” 

Luke 22:38 They said, “Lord, look, here are two swords.” He replied, “It is enough.” 

Luke 22:39 ¶ He came out and went, as was his custom, to the Mount of Olives; and the disciples followed him. 

Luke 22:40 When he reached the place, he said to them, “Pray that you may not come into the time of trial.” 

Luke 22:41 Then he withdrew from them about a stone’s throw, knelt down, and prayed, 

Luke 22:42 “Father, if you are willing, remove this cup from me; yet, not my will but yours be done.” 

Luke 22:43 [Then an angel from heaven appeared to him and gave him strength. 

Luke 22:44 In his anguish he prayed more earnestly, and his sweat became like great drops of blood falling down on the ground.] 

Luke 22:45 When he got up from prayer, he came to the disciples and found them sleeping because of grief, 

Luke 22:46 and he said to them, “Why are you sleeping? Get up and pray that you may not come into the time of trial.” 

Luke 22:47 While he was still speaking, suddenly a crowd came, and the one called Judas, one of the twelve, was leading them. He approached Jesus to kiss him; 

Luke 22:48 but Jesus said to him, “Judas, is it with a kiss that you are betraying the Son of Man?” 

Luke 22:49 When those who were around him saw what was coming, they asked, “Lord, should we strike with the sword?” 

Luke 22:50 Then one of them struck the slave of the high priest and cut off his right ear. 

Luke 22:51 But Jesus said, “No more of this!” And he touched his ear and healed him. 

Luke 22:52 Then Jesus said to the chief priests, the officers of the temple police, and the elders who had come for him, “Have you come out with swords and clubs as if I were a bandit? 

Luke 22:53 When I was with you day after day in the temple, you did not lay hands on me. But this is your hour, and the power of darkness!” 

Luke 22:54 Then they seized him and led him away, bringing him into the high priest’s house. But Peter was following at a distance. 

Luke 22:55 When they had kindled a fire in the middle of the courtyard and sat down together, Peter sat among them. 

Luke 22:56 Then a servant-girl, seeing him in the firelight, stared at him and said, “This man also was with him.” 

Luke 22:57 But he denied it, saying, “Woman, I do not know him.” 

Luke 22:58 A little later someone else, on seeing him, said, “You also are one of them.” But Peter said, “Man, I am not!” 

Luke 22:59 Then about an hour later still another kept insisting, “Surely this man also was with him; for he is a Galilean.” 

Luke 22:60 But Peter said, “Man, I do not know what you are talking about!” At that moment, while he was still speaking, the cock crowed. 

Luke 22:61 The Lord turned and looked at Peter. Then Peter remembered the word of the Lord, how he had said to him, “Before the cock crows today, you will deny me three times.” 

Luke 22:62 And he went out and wept bitterly. 

Luke 22:63 Now the men who were holding Jesus began to mock him and beat him; 

Luke 22:64 they also blindfolded him and kept asking him, “Prophesy! Who is it that struck you?” 

Luke 22:65 They kept heaping many other insults on him. 

Luke 22:66 When day came, the assembly of the elders of the people, both chief priests and scribes, gathered together, and they brought him to their council. 

Luke 22:67 They said, “If you are the Messiah, tell us.” He replied, “If I tell you, you will not believe; 

Luke 22:68 and if I question you, you will not answer. 

Luke 22:69 But from now on the Son of Man will be seated at the right hand of the power of God.” 

Luke 22:70 All of them asked, “Are you, then, the Son of God?” He said to them, “You say that I am.” 

Luke 22:71 Then they said, “What further testimony do we need? We have heard it ourselves from his own lips!” 

Luke 23:1 Then the assembly rose as a body and brought Jesus before Pilate. 

Luke 23:2 They began to accuse him, saying, “We found this man perverting our nation, forbidding us to pay taxes to the emperor, and saying that he himself is the Messiah, a king.” 

Luke 23:3 Then Pilate asked him, “Are you the king of the Jews?” He answered, “You say so.” 

Luke 23:4 Then Pilate said to the chief priests and the crowds, “I find no basis for an accusation against this man.” 

Luke 23:5 But they were insistent and said, “He stirs up the people by teaching throughout all Judea, from Galilee where he began even to this place.” 

Luke 23:6 When Pilate heard this, he asked whether the man was a Galilean. 

Luke 23:7 And when he learned that he was under Herod’s jurisdiction, he sent him off to Herod, who was himself in Jerusalem at that time. 

Luke 23:8 When Herod saw Jesus, he was very glad, for he had been wanting to see him for a long time, because he had heard about him and was hoping to see him perform some sign. 

Luke 23:9 He questioned him at some length, but Jesus gave him no answer. 

Luke 23:10 The chief priests and the scribes stood by, vehemently accusing him. 

Luke 23:11 Even Herod with his soldiers treated him with contempt and mocked him; then he put an elegant robe on him, and sent him back to Pilate. 

Luke 23:12 That same day Herod and Pilate became friends with each other; before this they had been enemies. 

Luke 23:13 Pilate then called together the chief priests, the leaders, and the people, 

Luke 23:14 and said to them, “You brought me this man as one who was perverting the people; and here I have examined him in your presence and have not found this man guilty of any of your charges against him. 

Luke 23:15 Neither has Herod, for he sent him back to us. Indeed, he has done nothing to deserve death. 

Luke 23:16 I will therefore have him flogged and release him.” 

Luke 23:18 Then they all shouted out together, “Away with this fellow! Release Barabbas for us!” 

Luke 23:19 (This was a man who had been put in prison for an insurrection that had taken place in the city, and for murder.) 

Luke 23:20 Pilate, wanting to release Jesus, addressed them again; 

Luke 23:21 but they kept shouting, “Crucify, crucify him!” 

Luke 23:22 A third time he said to them, “Why, what evil has he done? I have found in him no ground for the sentence of death; I will therefore have him flogged and then release him.” 

Luke 23:23 But they kept urgently demanding with loud shouts that he should be crucified; and their voices prevailed. 

Luke 23:24 So Pilate gave his verdict that their demand should be granted. 

Luke 23:25 He released the man they asked for, the one who had been put in prison for insurrection and murder, and he handed Jesus over as they wished. 

Luke 23:26 As they led him away, they seized a man, Simon of Cyrene, who was coming from the country, and they laid the cross on him, and made him carry it behind Jesus. 

Luke 23:27 A great number of the people followed him, and among them were women who were beating their breasts and wailing for him. 

Luke 23:28 But Jesus turned to them and said, “Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for me, but weep for yourselves and for your children. 

Luke 23:29 For the days are surely coming when they will say, ‘Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that never bore, and the breasts that never nursed.’ 

Luke 23:30 Then they will begin to say to the mountains, ‘Fall on us’; and to the hills, ‘Cover us.’ 

Luke 23:31 For if they do this when the wood is green, what will happen when it is dry?” 

Luke 23:32 Two others also, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death with him. 

Luke 23:33 When they came to the place that is called The Skull, they crucified Jesus there with the criminals, one on his right and one on his left. 

Luke 23:34 [Then Jesus said, “Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they are doing.”] And they cast lots to divide his clothing. 

Luke 23:35 And the people stood by, watching; but the leaders scoffed at him, saying, “He saved others; let him save himself if he is the Messiah of God, his chosen one!” 

Luke 23:36 The soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering him sour wine, 

Luke 23:37 and saying, “If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!” 

Luke 23:38 There was also an inscription over him, “This is the King of the Jews.” 

Luke 23:39 One of the criminals who were hanged there kept deriding him and saying, “Are you not the Messiah? Save yourself and us!” 

Luke 23:40 But the other rebuked him, saying, “Do you not fear God, since you are under the same sentence of condemnation? 

Luke 23:41 And we indeed have been condemned justly, for we are getting what we deserve for our deeds, but this man has done nothing wrong.” 

Luke 23:42 Then he said, “Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom.” 

Luke 23:43 He replied, “Truly I tell you, today you will be with me in Paradise.” 

Luke 23:44 It was now about noon, and darkness came over the whole land until three in the afternoon, 

Luke 23:45 while the sun’s light failed; and the curtain of the temple was torn in two. 

Luke 23:46 Then Jesus, crying with a loud voice, said, “Father, into your hands I commend my spirit.” Having said this, he breathed his last. 

Luke 23:47 When the centurion saw what had taken place, he praised God and said, “Certainly this man was innocent.” 

Luke 23:48 And when all the crowds who had gathered there for this spectacle saw what had taken place, they returned home, beating their breasts. 

Luke 23:49 But all his acquaintances, including the women who had followed him from Galilee, stood at a distance, watching these things. 

Luke 23:50 Now there was a good and righteous man named Joseph, who, though a member of the council, 

Luke 23:51 had not agreed to their plan and action. He came from the Jewish town of Arimathea, and he was waiting expectantly for the kingdom of God. 

Luke 23:52 This man went to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus. 

Luke 23:53 Then he took it down, wrapped it in a linen cloth, and laid it in a rock-hewn tomb where no one had ever been laid. 

Luke 23:54 It was the day of Preparation, and the sabbath was beginning. 

Luke 23:55 The women who had come with him from Galilee followed, and they saw the tomb and how his body was laid. 

Luke 23:56 Then they returned, and prepared spices and ointments. On the sabbath they rested according to the commandment.
